INfORmATION RETAINmENT cOmpLIANcE fEE (IRcf): There will be an IRCF of $10
per head sold on all animals added to the buyer’s settlement at this sale.  This applies to all
animals sold through the sale – no exceptions.  Banner Sale Management is required to main-
tain records on all animals sold through the sale ring for a minimum of five years to be in com-
pliance with regulations as set forth by the United States Department of Agriculture and the
Packers and Stockyards Administration.

Buyer shall be responsible for any and all costs of collection,
including attorney’s fees.  Institutions may pay by requisition.  Foreign buyers must pay in
U.S. funds.  Registration papers will not be transferred to the new owner until paid in full.

REGISTRATION & HEALTH: All animals are registered. Health  papers will be handed
out sale day to the new owner upon complete payment of the sheep. Transfer of registration
papers will be handled by Banner Sale Management Service after the sale.
